All of the association’s instructors and assistants are expected to comply with the declaration included within the association licence and the Laws of any country in which they operate, and meet the requirements of the association and any relevant Governing Body.�

An Instructor must act with integrity.


An Instructor must act with due skill, care and diligence in carrying out his duties as an instructor.


An Instructor must observe proper standards of conduct in carrying out his duties as an instructor.


An Instructor must deal with the association and any relevant Governing Body in an open and cooperative way and must disclose appropriately any information of which the association would reasonably expect notice.


An Instructor must take reasonable steps to ensure that the club or training session for which he is responsible in his capacity as instructor is organised so that it can be controlled effectively.


An Instructor must exercise due skill, care and diligence in managing the club for which he is responsible in his capacity as instructor.


An Instructor must take reasonable steps to ensure that the club for which he is responsible complies with the relevant requirements and standards of the relevant laws and legal obligations.�
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
